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Milled-rice exports plunge 33% in Q1

Cambodia exported 153,688 tonnes of milled rice in the first quarter (Q1) of this year, represent-
ing a 77,260-tonne or 33.45-per-cent drop from the 230,948 tonnes posted in January-March
2020, according to Minister of Agriculture, Forestry and Fisheries Veng Sakhon.

This comes amid a container shortage — largely seen as the main cause of the decline in exports —
which observers note has fuelled a sharp rise in shipping costs. (Read more)

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Weaker currencies push Indian, Thai rice export rates lower

Rice export prices for the Indian and Thai varieties slipped this week due to weakness in rupee
and baht, while Vietnamese activity slowed post a harvest.

Rates for top exporter India’s 5% broken parboiled rice fell for a second straight week to $390-
$395 per tonne from $393-$398 last week, as the rupee dipped to a near five-month low.

The rupee’s depreciation, translating into higher margins for traders, has allowed exporters to
lower prices, said an exporter based in Kakinada in the state of Andhra Pradesh. (Read more)

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Kenya, Pakistan to review trade agreements

The governments of Kenya and Pakistan are in high-level discussion to review the bilateral
trade agreement of 1983 to harmonise business levels between the two states.

The talks are geared towards harmonising tariffs and diversifying products traded between the
two countries as they aim to hit one billion dollars annually.

This
five per cent broken is used for supply to its defence forces and industrial users,” said M Madan
Prakash, Agri Commodities Exporters Association (ACEA) President.

Vietnam has bought the five per cent brokens at $410-420 a tonne (X 30,800-31,550) a tonne,
said Prakash, whose Chennai-based Rajathi Group exports agricultural produce. (Read more)
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Rice tariffication law starting to pay off? DA says yes

The implementation of the much-maligned rice tariffication law (RTL) is beginning to pay off,
the Department of Agriculture (DA) claimed Sunday, April 18.

In year number two of Republic Act (RA) 11203 or the RTL, the DA said that the country’s rice
sector is “gradually realizing its potentials”, as it noted that palay (unhusked rice) production
and farmgate prices have increased this dry season.

This has resulted in more affordable rice for consumers amid the coronavirus disease
(COVID-19) pandemic, the agency said. “To top it all, with sustained initiatives and strong
cooperation of various rice industry stakeholders, we look forward to achieving an all-time
record of at least 20.4 million MT (metric tons) of palay this year,” DA Sec. (Read more)

Vietnamese rice export prices fall to lowest level over five month-period

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This comes as rice export prices have continuously experienced a downward trend since the
beginning of the year, with the price from mid-April plunging to a five-month low.

Most notably, the price of 5% broken rice between April 10 and April 17 recorded a fall to be-
tween US$485 and US$495 per tonne compared to the price of between US$495 and US$500
per tonne recorded in the previous week.

Furthermore, the rice export prices in a number of other countries, including India and Thai-
land, have also endured a downward trajectory. India’s 5% broken rice price also dropped to

a three-month low as it dipped to between US$388 and US$392 per tonne compared to the
price of US$390 and US$395 per tonne recorded a week previously. Elsewhere, Thailand’s 5%
broken rice price also fell to between US$465 and US$482 per tonne from its level of between
US$488 and US$500 per tonne last week. (Read more)

In order to control the spread of COVID-19, the Royal Government of Cambodia has issued a
lockdown order on the whole of Phnom Penh City and Takmao Town effective from 15 April 2021
to 28 April 2021.

We would like to appeal for your understanding to facilitate and make arrangements to help
accommodate this special situation. We all have to co-operate and obey the instructions of the
Royal Government of Cambodia and join hands to combat the spread of COVID-19. We urge all
of you not to punish our members for this situation that is beyond our control.
